S0 PERCENT OF TRANS/GENDER NON-CONFORMING PEOPLE WERE HARASSED IN THEIR DEPARTMENT
LGB STUDENTS ARE 10 PERCENT LESS LIKELY TO ENTER A STEM CAREER THAN HETEROSEXUAL PEERS
